The student will be provided information on the WorkSafe BC
Critical Incident Response Program (WSCRP) for personal
counselling support 1-888-922-3700.

Students must connect within 3 weeks of the CIS event to be
eligible for 5 free counselling sessions.

The program will keep a record of
the notification.
This will not include incident details.

The Manager of Student Learning Supports and Disability Resources can help support you by

offering information, resources, and strategies to help you cope with your program demands
while recovering from having experienced a critical incident. The Manager can also assist in
developing and implementing accommodations related to a disability or medical diagnosis.
